Breakfast Club

Our Breakfast Club is available for children whose
parents need childcare from 7.30am.

Supervised by school staff in our spacious school
hall, this popular club provides a fantastic
opportunity for children to play and socialise in a
familiar, relaxed and safe environment. With their
friends, children enjoy a healthy breakfast of
bagels, waffles or pancakes with juice or milk,
before taking part in the wide variety of activities
available.

There’s plenty to experience such as crafts and
colouring, table football and Lego and the
atmosphere is happy and fun, a perfect way to
start the school day.

Fees

A flat rate of £20* per week (£12.50* per week if 
your child is entitled to benefits-based Free 
School Meals).  

*Please note these prices are set, regardless of how many 

hours per day or days per week your child attends.



After School Provision
We also offer an after-school provision on site,
again run by school staff. It provides high quality
childcare from the end of the school day (3.15pm
for infants, 3.30pm for juniors) until 6pm daily.

Children enjoy a snack upon arrival such as fruit,
breadsticks and dips plus a small hot meal later in
the session (vegetarian options are available on
request). A wide variety of activities are provided
such as cooking, seasonal crafts and outside play
or children may choose to read or socialise with
friends in our quiet area.

For parents, this means knowing your child is safe
and happy in a club that is reliable and offers a
consistent service.

Fees
£11* per day or a flat rate of £50* per week for 
all 5 days (£6* per day or £25* per week if your 
child is entitled to benefits-based Free School 

Meals or is also a member of our Breakfast 
Club).  Ad hoc sessions are also available on 

request at £11* per session
*Please note these prices are set, regardless of how many 

hours per day or days per week your child attends.

It is a place to be with
friends and make new ones; to be able to try out new
activities, to relax, to have fun and enjoy.
